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Tackmalad tramobel

Mobler som inte utsdtts for fukt och vdta, utan brukas och forvaras under tak, krdver
inte den noggranna hantering eller vinterférvaring som mobler under bar himmel gor.

Mébler tillhdrande den har gruppen ér tillverkade av furu som tackmaélats. Tra ar ett
levande material som upptar och avger fukt, vilket kan ge upphov till sprickbildning i
trdets yta. Mébelns héllfasthet och funktion férsémras inte av ytsprickor.

Skulle det uppstd missfargning vid kvistarna i trdet, sé kommer den med tiden att blekas
ned av solljuset. Om mébeln utsétts for hogre temperatur én 38°C startar en naturlig
process i trdet och kéda kan trénga ut ur trdet. Nér mébeln svalnar stelnar kddan och
man kan forsiktigt skrapa bort den.

Tdckmalade mobler som anvédnds under bar himmel kommer successivt att brytas ned
av fukt, vata och solsken. Hardast utsatta dar horisontella ytor som bordsskivor och
armstdd. Efter en eller flera sdsonger — beroende pé& véder, vind och hur val du tar han
om dina mdbler — kan det kravas att mébeln mélas om.

Vinterférvaring
Skydda dina mdbler frén fukt och regn s& gott det gér. Nar du inte anvénder mdbeln,
stall den gdrna under tak eller tack dver med ett mébelskydd.

Vinterférvaringen bor ske skyddat, svalt och inte for torrt. Det gér &ven att vinterférvara
mébeln ute. Ténk d& pé& att skydda mobeln vél med exempelvis ett mébelskydd. Sné och
regn ska inte komma i kontakt med mébeln och det mdste finnas en distans mellan
mobelskydd och mébel.

Vi rekommenderar att vinterférvaringen sker pda en sval plats. Se till s& att méblerna ar
torra nér de stdlls undan, och var noga med att luften kan strémma fritt mellan

mobelskydd och mébeln. Férvara méblerna skyddat frén vader och vind, i ett torrt, svalt
och vdlventilerat utrymme.
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Painted wooden furniture

Furniture that is not exposed to moisture and wet, but is used and stored under a roof,
does not require the careful handling or winter storage that furniture in the open air
does.

Furniture belonging to this group is made of painted pine. Wood is a living material that
absorbs and releases moisture, which can cause cracks to form in the wood's surface. The
strength and function of the furniture are not impaired by surface cracks.

Should discoloration occur at the twigs in the wood, it will eventually fade from the
sunlight. If the furniture is exposed to a temperature higher than 38°C, a natural process
starts in the wood and resin can penetrate out of the wood. When the furniture cools, the
resin solidifies and you can carefully scrape it off.

Painted furniture used in the open air will gradually be degraded by moisture and
sunshine. The most exposed are horizontal surfaces such as tabletops and armrests. After
one or more seasons - depending on the weather, wind and how well you take care of
your furniture - it may be necessary to repaint the furniture.

Winter storage
Protect your furniture from moisture and rain as much as possible. When you are not
using the furniture, feel free to place it under a roof or cover it with a furniture cover.

Winter storage should be protected, cool and not too dry. It is also possible to store the
furniture outside for the winter. Then remember to protect the furniture well with, for
example, a furniture protection. Snow and rain must not come into contact with furniture
and there must be a distance between furniture protection and furniture.

We recommend winter storage in a cool place. Make sure that the furniture is dry when
they are put away, and then be sure that air can flow freely between the furniture cover
and the furniture. Store the furniture protected from the weather and wind, in a dry, cool

and well-ventilated space.
